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Prof. Paul Tiyambe Zeleza, who heads Department of African American Studies/ University of Illinois/ Chicago and happens to be the President of African Studies Association/ USA, delivered  a talk on “Studying African Diasporas: Are there Different Atlantic and Indian Ocean Models?" organised by ASA and India International Centre (IIC) on 8 June 2009. He spoke about the recent growth in the field of African Diaspora Studies in greater details. Like most fields of intellectual inquiry, cooperation. Its 15 member countries have approximately a population of 250 it exhibits divergent historical geographies in which the historical experiences and scholarly traditions of particular countries dominate in specific regions, mentioned Paul Zeleza.  The presentation explored the dominant paradigms in African Diaspora Studies in the Atlantic World and the Euro-American academy, and interrogated the relevance of such paradigms in the emerging field of African Diaspora Studies in Asia.
